	Discussion
	We are going to develop a letter to provide pharmacists and providers with information on AE-C training and what an AE-C educator can offer in educational and information aid.  Lande will work on two power points.  One will be used to educate pharmacists and providers on who asthma educators are and what they do.  The hope is that we can educate hospitals and other providers/pharmacists that AE-C personnel could help in the ease of billing, add a credible resource to their business, and possibly be used to initiate pay for performance options.  The other power point will be directed at educators and offer a set of guidelines to streamline education and measurement efforts of asthma in Idaho. Also discussed was developing a check off system within the hospitals that would be used throughout the state to flag asthmatics in the hospital and then mandate asthma education before the patient leaves the hospital.

The suggested resources that should be included in the website based on those who attended the meeting include the following:

· Dates and time for world asthma days and statewide asthma day camps and other related events (health fairs)
· Train the Trainer childcare provider program 

· General educational resources on asthma (what it is, triggers, meds and how to use them [links to pharmaceutical company sites for official usage instructions], etc.)
· Local Health Department meetings as they relate to asthma 

· List of contacts for public to reach as a help for questions as they relate to asthma (only those who give consent will have their name on the webpage).
· Display of how many hits vs. number of visits the site has at the bottom of the home page

· Have intranet capabilities connected to the web site so that those with a password can use the site to communicate by blog or by open forums
· Include Statewide Asthma Plan

· Include new National Asthma Guidelines 

· Web MD

· List of providers who offer free or low cost asthma screening 

· List of AE-C educators and those willing to travel to educate on asthma (within their region of the state) and a price list for speaking engagements/travel reimbursement 
· Asthma in the work place, schools (PTA- Healthy schools / SAMMI) and other environments.  Provide national and state resources to help with these issues

· CEU opportunities 

· Calendar of events 

· Idaho legislation on asthma and inhalers in schools and any other topics 

· Educational information on the Slide Rule and where to get it 
· National and State educational opportunities/trainings as they relate to asthma 

· ACI Mission statement 

· What an AE-C is and what they do

· Unified guidelines for the state of Idaho (power point) and other power points used to educate the public and providers 

Topics are not limited solely to this list.  Many of the items that will be used in the new website can be found on the current state asthma site.
